I n April 2007 a devastating

This natural disaster caused extensive
damage and a loss of life and
demonstrated just how vulnerable the
isolated villoges are.

Many of these remote villages
received no aid for many weeks and
medical attention was non existent.

In July, 2007 the SONSHIP Action

Team observed the great need for
medical facilities in these remote
areas and returned to Australia with a
determination to do something o help
the situation.

In August, 2007 a 50 foot power
catamaran MediSONSHIP1 was
purchased with the aim of making this
boat a permanent floating medical
clinic.

This clinic travels to the remote villages
that presently have no medical
assistance.
